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FALLSTON ACTIVITIES CENTER TO BEGIN CONSTRUCTION 
Groundbreaking Ceremony to be Held Thursday for New Recreation Facility

November 12, 2008 – Bel Air, MD – With the groundbreaking ceremony to take place on Thursday, construction for the new Fallston Activities Center will officially begin. The Fallston Activities Center will be constructed on the existing Fallston Recreation Complex at the intersection of Oakmont Road and Fallston Road. This is a 75 acre site which currently includes athletic fields, tennis courts and maintenance buildings.

The recreational components of the facility include a 7,300 square foot gymnasium, an exercise room, and billiards room. To support senior citizen programs for the Office of Aging, the facility will contain a learning center, computer lab, crafts room, and art room, as well as a 3,000 square foot multipurpose room with an adjacent full kitchen to host plays, musicals, and meetings. Seniors will also be able to relax and socialize in the facility’s lounge and commons area, furnished with a fireplace.  There will also be a conference room, several administrative office spaces, and various site improvements, including a parking lot for 400 spaces. 
“It is always an honor to work with Harford County. The Fallston Activities Center will complete the Recreation Complex. We are looking forward to the community using and enjoying the new facility.” says Mark Stromdahl, Principal-in-Charge for the Center, and Vice-President of Edmeades & Stromdahl, Ltd. 
The Harford County Board of Estimates awarded the construction contract to Wohlsen Construction of Lancaster, Pennsylvania at $6,271,000, which was less than the budgeted cost. The Fallston Activities Center is estimated to complete construction in May of 2010. 
Harford County Parks and Recreation Director Joseph Pfaff and County Executive David R. Craig will lead the groundbreaking ceremony on Thursday. 

The new center is the third of its kind in Harford County, following the construction of the McFaul Activities Center in Bel Air and the Havre de Grace Activities Center, the latter of which was also designed by Edmeades & Stromdahl, Ltd. Architects.
